Monte Carlo rally. Chassis 12004 is an original LG45 Tourer which
has always been sympatheticaly maintained by her successive
owners. Driving her is like putting on your favorite gloves, cosy
comfort and the ideal effect of smooth power available at any time.
Only cars which have been properly taken care of can provide this
sensation. This Lagonda's cosmetic presentation in BRG with
matching green leather is very attractive with a good dose of patina
which makes this tourer look absolutely right. Undoubtedly a drivers
